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Environmental Planning and Historic Preservation Requirements FY 2010 Program Plan
The FEMA Grant Programs Directorate (GPD) EHP Program Plan is intended to provide general guidance to grantees relative to the environmental planning and historic preservation (EHP) processes and support systems which will be put in place for the remainder of Calendar Year 2009 and Fiscal Year 2010.  These processes and support systems are intended to support our grantee stakeholders and will be relevant to FEMA’s Preparedness grant programs, including the following:

· Homeland Security Grant Program, including

· State Homeland Security Program

· Urban Areas Security Initiative

· Metropolitan Medical Response System

· Citizen Corps Program 

· State Homeland Security Program – Tribal

· Emergency Management Performance Grants

· Emergency Operations Center grant program

· Interoperable Emergency Communications Grant Program

· Buffer Zone Protection Program

· Nonprofit Security Grant Program

· Driver’s License Security Grant Program

· Operation Stonegarden

· Transit Security Grant Program

· Intercity Passenger Rail (Amtrak)

· Freight Rail Security Grant Program

· Intercity Bus Security Grant Program

· Trucking Security Program

· Port Security Grant Program

· Trucking Security Program

· Regional Catastrophic Preparedness Grant Programs

While EHP has historically been listed in FEMA Preparedness grant guidance kits as a statutory requirement for which grantees must ensure compliance with, FEMA also recognizes that additional services should be offered in order to assist grantees in better understanding what these requirements entail.

GPD has created an EHP Compliance Section in order to develop processes and services which will assist grant program stakeholders in better understanding how to achieve EHP compliance with FEMA Preparedness grant programs.  Please note that this office is not related to FEMA Headquarters’ Office of Environmental Planning and Historic Preservation (OEHP); OEHP is responsible for EHP strategic policy throughout FEMA.  

In particular, GPD is planning to provide the following processes and services for our grantee stakeholder communities:

· Establishing a system whereby the State Administrative Agency (SAA) submits subgrantee EHP materials to the Centralized Scheduling and Information Desk (CSID).  This helps to ensure that materials are received in a consistent and coordinated fashion, and allows GPD to conduct “real-time” tracking in order to ensure expeditious review and approval of EHP materials.

· Developing a “screening memo” (checklist) which will help guide grantees in determining what is needed to be sent to GPD for review and approval.

· Upon receipt of certain grant program applications (specifically TSGP, PSGP, EOC, NSGP, BZPP), proactively reviewing applications/investments for certain programs and providing feedback to grantees expeditiously in order to allow grantees to provide necessary follow-on EHP materials to GPD for formal review and approval processing.

· Updating the Authorized Equipment List to show which equipment purchases may require an EHP review.

· Offering EHP training at various conferences and workshops.

· Offering web-based training.

· Offering Technical Assistance to grantees.

· Publishing a draft Program Environmental Assessment (PEA) in the summer 2009-timeframe, in order to allow the public to comment on FEMA’s proposed EHP policy as it relates to FEMA’s Preparedness grant programs.
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
